THE STANLEY BLOW AND OLE KVERNDAL MEMORIAL FUND

Criteria for the award of grants:

· Applicants must be sporting organisations or organisations promoting a sporting initiative in Kent.  Applications will not be considered from public bodies.

· Qualifying schemes must be  initiatives providing additional sporting opportunities for young people.

· Examples of qualifying schemes – coaching courses to develop sporting skills, courses for aspiring officials within a sport, competitions, provision of items of non-personal equipment aimed at developing skills.

· There will no restriction on qualifying sports. 

· The beneficiaries must generally be between the ages of 10 and 16 years.

· The maximum grant payable will be £300 (or 50 per cent of the total cost of the project, whichever is the lesser amount).

· All grants will be one-off.

· Grant approval must be obtained before the project commences and grant payments made either before or after the event, at the Association’s discretion.

· For the awards to be made in April, beneficiaries must attend the Annual Council Meeting.

· A report must be submitted within one month of completion of the project and, if the project does not go ahead, the grant must be repaid.

· In the event of the partial completion of a scheme, the Association reserves the right to seek repayment of the whole or part of the grant at its discretion.

Application form – information to be sought:

· Description of the project.

· The number of potential beneficiaries.

· Measurable outcomes from the project.

· Other potential benefits from the project.

· Income and expenditure details.

· Amount of grant applied for.

Explanatory notes:

· Notes to accompany the application forms.

Pre-publicity:

· Press articles, Kent Sports Development Unit, Medway Sports Development Team, KM GROUP
Annual timetable:

· Grants to be paid once a year – in April (at the Annual Council Meeting).

· Publicising the availability of the grants - early  January.

· Closing dates for receipt of applications - 20 March.

· Decisions taken by –   End  March.

· Presentation of awards –  at the Annual Council Meeting in April.
Total amount to be made available each year:

· To be determined at the January meeting, prior to publicising the grants. 

· The maximum amount to be made available in April,of each year  needs to be agreed at the November meeting of the prior year.

Contribution from the General Fund each year (if any):

· This needs to be decided at the same meetings that the maximum grant for the next round is agreed
The processing of applications:

· Guidelines to be agreed on the awarding of grants - these will include the numbers participating in each project, the ages of the youngsters, the benefits of the project to the individuals and the applicant organisations, the amount of grant applied for, the amount of grant applied for as a proportion of the total cost of the project 

and how the project fits within the overall programme of opportunities offered to youngsters by the organisation.  

· A Grants Panel to have delegated authority to determine the awards.

· Notification of awards.

· Payment of awards. 

· Publicity.
