CRITERIA FOR THE ERNEST VIRGO AWARDS

The following criteria was discussed and agreed on 6th January 1998:-

a) Awards should be made annually to a number of  young cricketers of lesser means and opportunities so that more young people would be encouraged to actively participate in the sport;

b) Applicants for the award should provide a statement of attainment and be ideally of county level within their respective sport.

c) Awards should be made for the expenses relating to coaching/training, travel and accommodation up to a maximum of £300.00 a year and should be made to persons recommended by the Kent Schools Cricket Association or by the Senior Coach of the club they are members/affiliated to.
d) A fund would be set up with initial contributions from the Committee and Patron. In addition, funds would be sought from other sources to maximize the benefits of the scheme.
